· Contents of presentation

1. Cover slide – Name of system, names of team members, roles of team members for final deliverable, and date (1 slide).

2. Requirements of the system (1 slide).  

3. For one use case (not login or logout) (4 slides):

a. describe the steps in the use case, 

b. show the corresponding sequence diagram, 
c. show the corresponding statechart,

d. show one class interface with class invariant, for each method (at mot 4) show pre and post conditions written in OCL
4. Describe overall testing approach i.e., approach used for each phase, also show how events in one phase were linked to other phases (2 slides).

5. Project test schedule for entire project i.e., Gantt chart or PERT chart (1 slide).

6. Select one use case and show the results of executing one system test case, one subsystem test case, and one unit test case.  Briefly describe (4 slides):

a. how the test cases were developed, i.e. use case, statechart, class constraints,

b. the coverage required  for the test suite containing the test case,

c. the resources required to perform the test.

7. Identify the two testing tools used during the testing of the project.  Briefly describe how the tools helped with the testing of the system.  A couple screen shots would be helpful (2 slides).
