To improve the student prerequisite knowledge, we recommend additional prerequisites for the following courses:
· CEN4010 (Software Engineering I)

· Additional prereq: COM3110 (Business and Professional Communication) 
· CGS3092 (Professional Ethics and Social Issues in Computer Science)
· Additional prereq: ENC3211 (Report and Technical Writing)
· CIS4911 (Senior Project)

·  Additional prereq: CGS3092 (Professional Ethics and Social Issues in Computer Science)
To facilitate the assessment cycle on CGS1920 (Introduction to Computing), include this course in the subject area “Communications and Ethics”.

During the Senior Project evaluation, two or more faculty need to assess the program outcomes for each student. The undergraduate committee will provide a formal mechanism for this assessment.

To increase the student participation in the course outcome survey, we recommend 

· During the survey period, SCIS web page needs to have a prominent link to the course outcome survey.

· Each instructor needs to include a link to the survey page in their syllabus page.

To improve the student participation in the program outcome survey, we recommend to 

· Arrange the survey when the student completes the senior project.

· Conduct the survey during exit interview of graduating students.

To improve the clarity of the program outcome “j”( Have experience working in state-of-the-art computing environments), we suggest rewording it as “Have experience with contemporary environments and tools necessary for the practice of computing”.

To keep track of the graduates of the school, we suggest to

· Start SCIS facebook (online network)

· Encourage faculty to participate in LinkedIn, Facebook, etc. to strengthen the association with the graduates.
