	Proposal:
BS (CS and IT) Program Objectives
Graduates of the BS program in Computer Science or Information Technology will
1. Be successful in applying for entry level professional positions in computing-related fields, or for admission to graduate programs.

2. Be prepared for career accomplishment, responsibility and advancement in computing-related professions by virtue of having received in the BS program
2.1. A high-quality technical education in computing,
2.2. Communication and team-work skills,
2.3. Awareness of the ethical and social responsibilities of their profession, 
2.4. An ability to engage in continued professional development activities.



The proposal provides restated objectives that are common to both CS and IT programs. This is accomplished by restating the existing BS in CS and BS in IT objectives as follows:
a) BS-CS 1 and BS-IT 1 restated as the proposed BS 2.4,
b) BS-CS 2 and BS-IT 2 restated as the proposed BS 2.1,
c) BS-CS 3 and BS-IT 3 restated as the proposed BS 2.2 to include team-work, and the proposed BS 2.3

The proposal restates BS-CS objective 4 as the proposed BS 1.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The proposal removes altogether the existing BS-IT objectives 4 and 5, and adds the proposed BS 1 as a new objective for the BS-IT.

Justification
1. The proposal eliminates an apparent duplication between the existing BS-CS program objective 2 and BS-CS program objective 4, and clarifies the intent of both objectives.
2. Elimination of the existing BS-IT program objective 4 and program objective 5 is consistent with a similar action taken with the BS-CS program objectives. That action resulted from the recent ABET accreditation review of the BS-CS program. That justification is attached.
3. Both CS and IT programs share identical (high-level) objectives that differ only in the curricular means of attainment of objective 2.1.
