

With respect to your email, one thing that I would mention is that COP-4555 does
contribute to item d) of the BS-CS Student Outcomes ("Demonstrate mastery of at
least one modern programming language and proficiency in at least one other.")
because students get substantial experience programming in F# (at least in my
version of the course, but I think that Xudong planned to follow my course structure
as well).

As for the Student Learning Outcomes, they mostly seem fine, in that they are really
covered in COP-4555 and are clearly assessed in the homeworks. But a few could be
improved, I think:

- 3.1 seems a bit too strong, though, in that I do not ask students to do that.
Perhaps it could be weakened to "Specify the syntax of programming language
constructs using context-free grammars."

- 5.2 isn't clear to me. Is it intended to ask whether students know whether a given
language uses type inference or not?

- 6.1 and 6.2 are certainly talked about a lot in COP-4555, but I'm not sure whether
there is really clear assessment of them. Probably they could be dealt with through
embedded questions.
