Rationale: Students who passed IDC-1000 or COP-1000 would have gained
basic understanding of the computing discipline and need not enroll in CGS-1920
(that was intended for incoming students with no computing exposure).
This change would avoid students in registering for additional 1-credit unnecessarily
when they had already acquired basic computing experience.
