	Justification: Course change of IDS-3948 (Vertically Integrated Projects – B)



The VIP junior course (IDS 3948) is an interdisciplinary independent research course that allows junior students to work under the supervision of a faculty member at FIU and participate in an interdisciplinary research project led by the faculty supervisor. This course is very similar to an independent study with respect to getting permission from the faculty supervisor, but has its own outcomes and students taking this course must participate in an interdisciplinary research project. Any student at FIU may take this course as a free elective, as long as there are no other restrictions and limitations imposed by their home department. 

For computer science students who would want this course to be counted as a FIU SCIS elective course, the guidelines listed in the revised syllabus must be followed.
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
