Dear Dr. Volakis, 

The Computing Accreditation Commission (CAC) of ABET has adopted new 
criteria for computing programs that will go into effect for all programs in 
the 2019-20 accreditation cycle. The CAC encourages you to familiarize your 
program with the new Criteria document as soon as possible so you can adopt 
the new student outcomes, transition your assessment processes, and make any 
other program changes that may be necessary to ensure that your program is 
in compliance with these new criteria by the time of its next Comprehensive 
Review.  

As a summary, the major changes in the new criteria are: 
 *  Criterion 3 moves away from the enablement of characteristics to a 
    smaller number of required student outcomes; 
 *  The curriculum for all CAC programs must now include principles and 
    practices for secure computing; 
 *  Computer Science programs under the new criteria: 
 *  provide exposure to computer architecture and organization, information 
    management, networking and communication, operating systems, and 
    parallel and distributed computing; 
 *  must include a project that requires integration and application of 
    knowledge and skills acquired in earlier coursework; 
 *  have a new required number of science hours, but a reduced total number 
    of required hours of mathematics and science.
