2. Once a category has been assigned to the course, the course description needs to be aligned with the category description as suggested in Florida Statute 1007.25. (http://www.leg.state.fl.us/Statutes/index.cfm?App_mode=Display_Statute&URL=1000-1099/1007/Sections/1007.25.html). 
a. Communication (“Communication courses must afford students the ability to communicate effectively, including the ability to write clearly and engage in public speaking.”) 
b. Humanities (“Humanities courses must afford students the ability to think critically through the mastering of subjects concerned with human culture, especially literature, history, art, music, and philosophy, and must include selections from the Western canon.”) 
c. Mathematics (“Mathematics courses must afford students a mastery of foundational mathematical and computation models and methods by applying such models and methods in problem solving.”) 
d. Natural Sciences (“Natural science courses must afford students the ability to critically examine and evaluate the principles of the scientific method, model construction, and use the scientific method to explain natural experiences and phenomena.”) 
e. Social Sciences (“Social science courses must afford students an understanding of the basic social and behavioral science concepts and principles used in the analysis of behavior and past and present social, political, and economic issues.”)
