Windows Server has become a dominant platform in the worldwide server market:

“IDC worldwide server data shows that servers using Windows generated about $16 billion in customer revenue in 2004.  Based on IDC’s latest annual forecast, the Windows server segment is expected to grow to $23 billion in 2009 and to become the largest single operating system defined segment of the worldwide server market.” 

With this continual growth of market share for the Windows Server platform, there is an increasing demand for Windows Server System Administrators in the job market nationally and internationally. Students entering the job market today find high demand for Windows Server administrator skills. This course offers a solid foundation in the installation, configuration, and management of Windows Servers in a medium to large enterprise environment of 500 to 2500+ users. Students also will learn to design the architecture of an enterprise’s network of servers by planning and implementing Active Directory forests, domains, and organizational units to meet the needs of users to access enterprise resources.
Currently our curriculum does not include a Windows Server Administration course to develop these skills. Adding the mastery of Windows Server Administration to our students’ skill sets will expand their career opportunities and improve their earning potential.
