We are changing the first programming language of our IT degrees from Java to Python (note the second
will remain as Java). This was done in response to studying market signals from widely cited
programming language indices and long term trends. Additionally, Pythonis particularly well suited for
anintroductory programming course that emphasizes computational thinking. Compared to Java,
Python offers:

eSimpler syntax and higher readability;

oA gentler learning curve for novice programmers;

eImmediate feedback and reduced early frustration;

eNo exposure to manual memory management in CS1; and

eStrong relevance across modern application domains, including Al and data science.

By reducingincidental complexity, Python allows COP 2047 to better assess and develop the outcomes
that matter most early in the curriculum:

eProblem decomposition;

eAlgorithmicreasoning;

eCorrectness, testing, and debugging habits; and

eEthical and responsible computing practices, including Al-assisted workflows.
