An application is a workbook that we create that is designed to accomplish a specific task.  E.g. compute a payroll, analyze a stock portfolio, etc
Applications typically feature:

· Reports and charts

· A means for the user to enter data.  Typically, there are restrictions as to where in the sheet the user may enter data and what data values may be entered

· An interface to assist the user in using the system, including automated tasks that the user can run at the click of a button, custom menus, toolbars, and commands

· Clearly written instructions and comments for the user
