Excel Tutorial 4 - “Working with Charts and Graphics”
I.  The Assignment

Our next spreadsheet assignment is Case Problem 1 – “Kenai Fjords National Park Zoo” – on pages EX 208 – 209 of the textbook.

For maximum credit, be sure to follow all directions in steps 1 through 15 explicitly, with these clarifications and modifications:

1. Change the font size of the 3 axis labels to 12 points and bold them
2. In step 6, use “Monthly Visitors (Thousands)” as the value (vertical) axis title

3. Change the display units of the value axis to Thousands, but do not show the display units label, as this information is in the axis title (see above)
4. In step 7, the depth axis is the one with the labels “Others,” “Visitor Center,” and “Exit Glacier”

5. Add a custom header and/or footer to each chart sheet with your name and any other pertinent information you choose
Note: Since these are Chart Sheets, the document view buttons may not work, so here’s another way to create a header/footer:

· On the Page Layout tab, in the Page Setup group, click the More button (aka: the Dialog Box launcher).  In the Page Setup dialog, click the Header/Footer tab and then Custom Header... (or Custom Footer...)
6. In step 12, do not move the legend by dragging.  Instead, use Chart Tools | Layout | Labels | Legend
7. Personalize your charts by adding graphics and formatting them in any way you think appropriate, as long as you meet all the requirements above and in the book
