I.  The Assignment

Our next spreadsheet assignment is Case Problem 2 - “Seattle Popcorn” - on pages EX 446-448 of the textbook.
Make sure you understand the assignment completely before beginning, and that you follow all directions explicitly, with these two simple additions:
1. In step 9, in the macro, after closing Print Preview, clear the Print Area and choose Portrait orientation.  Then make A1 the active cell.

2. In step 14, in the macro, after closing Print Preview, set the Width to Automatic and the scale back to 100%.  Then make A1 the active cell.

Hint: Review “Using the Scale to Fit Option” in the notes from session 1.2, and “Defining a Print Area” in the session 2.2 notes.
